That's why, whenever possible, we offer an interview with a member of the MIT
Educational Council, a network of over 5000 MIT graduates around the world who
volunteer to meet with applicants in their home area.

Typically, interviews last an hour, though they can range from 30 minutes to two hours
long.

= Creative portfolios

Many students are involved in many cool activities outside of class - Researchers,
performing artists, visual artists, and makers may send in portfolios for review by MIT
staff or faculty.

The selection process

It (the application) will first be read by a senior admissions officer who will consider your
application in a holistic manner, within its proper context. Strong applications will then be
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evaluated by additional admissions officers, who will summarize it for the Admissions
Committee.

These summaries, along with your entire application, will then go to the selection committee,
where multiple groups of different admissions staff and faculty members will weigh in. At least
a dozen people will significantly discuss and debate an application before it is placed in the
admit pile.

This is all very intentional. The committee process ensures that every decision is correct in the
context of the overall applicant pool, and that no one individual's biases, preferences, or
familiarity with a given case has any chance of swaying a decision unfairly.

MIT process is a student-centered process, not a school- or region-centered process. This
means that we do not read your application along with other students from your school or region
to compare you against each other; each applicant stands on their own. We have no quotas by
school, state, or region. You are not at any disadvantage if other excellent students from your
school or area are also applying. We also do not consider legacy/alumni relations in our process

Undergraduate Admission seeks to ensure an academically diverse first-year class, which
means during our holistic review process we consider many factors, including the major listed
on your application.

If you are applying to Georgia Tech, you will be reviewed through a holistic admission process
where we consider every single element of your application and weigh that in comparison not
only with the applicant pool, but also with institutional priorities.

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Holistic admission is utilized to ensure enrollment of a first-year class who will be diverse,
innovative thinkers and problem solvers.

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As a college admissions officer, how thorough do you analyze an applicant's essays?

An essay will not be the first determinant in earning an offer of admission, but it may be the tie
breaker. Each major within the University has an enrollment goal and a waitlist number
generated by yield statistics. The University as a whole may have generated an acceptable
academic profile (unweighted high school GPA and standardized test scores); but each
School/College within the University may add successful requirements for their departments.
Enter the goals set from the Board of Trustees/Regents down the academic chain and the Dean
of Admission is given the marching orders on filling the class.

Depending on the competitive application pool for respective majors, some School/Colleges
within the University may ask to review all applicants between a certain academic profile range,
and depending on traditional yield may ask to reject some of the major applicants that would
otherwise be admissible to the University. This is why Universities have a centralized Admission
office and don't leave it up to individual departments or the University would never reach its
enrollment targets.

In holistic admissions the goal is to design an application and its components that provide as
much of a glimpse into an applicant to make them a real person. The essay questions are
usually inane to high school seniors simply because they have had little to no psychology
training. Coming from most English classes, the applicant has had little exposure to stating and
defending a case about themselves for anything. They are cloaked in the world of black and
white responses to answer a determined historical fact posed as a question. Often the hardest
guestions to answer are the simplest to pose. Many years of counseling may be spent
pondering “How are you?” when delving beyond a canned “ I'm fine, how are you?” response.

With this backdrop, special talent admissions aside, your question about the essay may be
responded with better clarity. No admission office is staffed adequately to read essays of
applications from outliers. The essay of competitive applications are read before letters of
recommendation only because it is submitted with the application and the LORs are often
received separately. More exclusive programs may have the luxury of not addressing an
application until all of its parts are received, the rest of us will start as they arrive and delay a
decision until it is complete.

So, the moral of the story is to apply where an application will be competitive. There is no honor
in adding an “elite" rejection to one's decision pile just to feign waiting like higher ranked
students at your school for decision day. A great essay comes about rarely, survey most
Admission offices and | doubt more than a couple of dozen will be memorable.

What stands out the most on college applications other than GPA?

some things that were cited in the admission office papers released during the Harvard Asian-
American admissions lawsuit that would instantly catch an admission officer’s eyes include:

1. Athletics

= Being an athletic recruit (you're pretty much guaranteed admission if you receive a
likely letter)
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2. Recs

= A well-written, detailed recommendation letter from a faculty member at the school
you're applying to. Or, even better, being the child of a faculty member

3. Essay

= Being able to convey aunique, compelling, and (most importantly) memorable
personal story in your essay. For me personally, this was specifically called out as the
difference maker for my app on my Harvard admissions summary sheet. (I currently
help edit essays for a service called VeritasEssays.org founded by a few other Harvard
students that | would recommend checking out)

4. Academics

= Original research published in a prestigious academic journal

= Attending a prestigious research camp like the Research Summer Institute (at least a
dozen kids my year attended RSI, roughly 50 students do the program every year)

= Qutstanding performance at an international competition like the International
Mathematical Olympiad or International Physics Olympiad or Intel Science Fair

5. Extracurricular

» Founding a business or charity with national reach and legitimate
objectives/operations

= Patents or artistic portfolios that demonstrate outstanding creativity

= Getting involved in the leadership of a social or political movement (I have friends
who were involved in the Sunrise Movement in high school and, more famously, David
Hogg matriculated last year)

As you can surmise from the above, GPA/SAT/AP scores will not make you stand out for an
elite university — they are baseline cut-offs used to quickly narrow the pool.

What do admissions officers look for in a student?

I worked in a university admissions office for two years.

Incoming transcripts were reviewed, and grade point averages translated to a 4.0 scale. At the
desk where decisions were made was a “Cheat Sheet” which included requirements for various
scholarships the university offered, as well as the minimum admissions requirements: four
years math, four years English, etc.

Grade point was significant, as was the quality of the courses taken. Personal money
management may qualify as a math course at a high school, but it will not at a university
admissions desk. Community involvement was considered, especially volunteer work, but
this was more important for scholarships than for admissions. Sports were in the same
category. Remedial courses were a red flag, unless significant progress was made before
graduation.

Hint: a student seeking a BA would do well to begin that foreign language study in high school.
The foundation will make the college courses easier to keep up with.

A perfect grade point was not as important as the quality of courses taken. For example,
a B in AP Economics carried more weight than an A in an easier course. In other words, a
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perfect grade point is nice, but not mandatory. Also, electives were reviewed. Shop courses
demonstrate a well rounded student, but if the student is competing academically, they won't
carry as much influence.

What do admissions officers weigh the most when reviewing college applications?

Without a doubt, the most important part of the admissions process at almost* every college or
university is going to be your high school transcript.

After all, college is an academic experience and colleges want to make sure that you are
prepared to succeed. The transcript will tell them about your achievement (your grades) as well
as how much you have challenged yourself (have you taken the most rigorous classes available
to you?). Finally, the transcript will show them your academic trends—have you been a steady
student? or has your performance risen or sunk over the years?

Test scores, essays, recommendations, and extracurriculars are all very important too, but can
be considered “secondary” factors as far as importance.

*If you are applying for a conservatory for theater, music, etc. your artistic talent will be the most
important thing.

How to apply

To apply for a full-time undergraduate programme at Imperial College London you must make
an online application via the Universities and Colleges Admissions Service - UCAS.?’

UK schools and colleges - Advice is available from your teacher or a careers adviser at your
school or college. You fill in an online application and submit it to a member of staff. After
checking your details, and having added the academic reference, your school or college
submits the completed application online to UCAS.

Other UK applicants who are not at school or college must apply online independently. It is
likely that you cannot readily seek advice from your teacher, but can instead consult with various
careers organisations (such as the National Careers Service).

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Selection process

What we look for

We want students who are excited and enthusiastic about their subject. While academic ability
is important, it is not the only factor we look for. We also try to understand your interest and
motivation for your chosen course as well as your potential to benefit from life at the College.

Guaranteed interviews

The following departments will guarantee interviews for widening participation applicants whose
predicted grades meet the minimum College entry standard of AAA at A-level or an equivalent
level qualification (in the correct subjects for the course)?®: Chemistry, Physics, Aeronautics,
Bioengineering, Chemical Engineering, Civil and Environmental Engineering, Computing,
Dyson School of Design Engineering, Earth Science and Engineering, Electrical and Electronic
Engineering., Materials, Mechanical Engineering

Contextual data

When Home students apply to Imperial, our admissions system assesses their application
against three contextual factors (described below) to identify whether they are eligible for our
admissions schemes.

1. Care background - We will consider whether you have spent time in care or a local
authority, or had primary carer responsibilities whilst completing your secondary
education.

2. Educational background - We will consider:

» the Key Stage 5 (A-level) performance of your school or college using data from
the Department for Education in England or equivalent data from Northern
Ireland, Scotland and Wales.

= the higher education background of your parents/legal guardians and whether
you are the first in your family to go to university.

3. Residential postcode - We will consider the post code that you provide as your home
address using a range of measures such as: social factors and population behaviour to
categorise areas by level of socio-economic advantage, the proportion of 18 year olds
who enter higher education aged 18 or 19 years old, the relative deprivation for small
areas in England.

Personal statement

We assess your personal statement as part of our selection process. Your personal statement
is a really important part of your application where you can convey what makes you the right
student for the course you're applying to.

= highlight things that inspired your interest in your course: books, work or voluntary
experience or extracurricular activities.

Your personal statement will be analysed by UCAS’s Similarity Detection Service (SDS) so
make sure that it is your own work

References

We use your academic reference to decide whether you will be invited to attend an interview,
to gain an inside into your motivation to study your course and in determining the conditions of
your potential offer.

We also assess your predicted grades that your referee submits as part of your academic
reference.

Admissions tests

There is no College-wide entry test although some of our departments do use external
admissions tests as part of their admissions process.

The following courses use the BioMedical Admissions Test (BMAT) as part of the selection
process:

= Undergraduate Medicine (MBBS/BSc)
= Graduate-entry Medicine (MBBS)

The following courses use the Mathematics Admission Test (MAT) as part of the selection
process:

= All BSc and MSci Mathematics courses
Interviews

The majority of our departments interview applicants who demonstrate potential.

There are a number of things you can do to help prepare:
= Re-read and familiarise yourself with your personal statement. You may be asked
follow-up questions based on things you wrote about in your statement.
= Research if your school offers mock interviews and attend one if available.

» Practice interview techniques with your parents or guardians, working on things like
body language, eye contact and answering questions in a clear and concise way.

= Think of questions you may want to ask at the interview — the interview is as much your
chance to see whether the course is right for you as it is for the department to see if
you're a good fit.

If you are shortlisted, your interview may form part of a recruitment day, which could also
involve other activities to test your potential such as a group task, discussion or a written test.
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You will be interviewed by one person, or in some departments by two people, as the format of
our interviews is generally one-to-one or two-to-one.

Deficiencies

Deficiencies are required courses/subjects missing in your previous education necessary to
gain access to your study programme. Prospective students can be deficient in mathematics,
physics and for some educational programmes, chemistry and biology.

Mandatory Matching

For the programmes Electrical Engineering and Applied Physics mandatory matching
applies. This means that you have to do the matching activities, otherwise you cannot be
enrolled for the programme.

The most important part of the matching activities is the on-campus Matching Day. During the
Matching Day, you will attend Applied Physics classes at the TU Delft campus. These classes
are identical, both in difficulty level and in content, to classes you will take in the first couple of
weeks of the programme. They therefore give a realistic impression of what it is like to
participate in the Applied Physics programme. During the Matching Day, you will also receive
feedback on how you performed on the exercise part of the class. In addition to the classes,
you will meet your future lecturers and fellow students in an informal setting.

Prior to the Matching Day, you will have to do some preparatory activities at home, such as
filling out a questionnaire and informing yourself about specific aspects of the programme.

After the Matching Day, you will receive feedback on how good your match is with the Applied
Physics programme. This advice is not binding: it is up to you what to do with it.

Admission Procedures

When applying for admission to the TUM, it is important to note that there are certain
procedures that apply to unrestricted and restricted (Numerus Clausus) courses of study, but
the majority of applicants are subject to an aptitude assessment. Which application procedures
and formalities apply, therefore, depends on the individual program

UNRESTRICTED DEGREE PROGRAMS

As long as all required documents are completed and received on time by the TUM,
applicants will be granted unrestricted admission to their degree program. Certain
programs require that an internship be completed before the start of studies.

RESTRICTED DEGREE PROGRAMS (NUMERUS CLAUSUS [NC])

NC degree programs have a fixed number of spots available, awarded primarily based
on the applicant's grade point average and the amount of time the student has been
waiting for a spot. This amount of time is defined as the number of semesters that have
elapsed since completion of secondary studies and in which the applicant has not been
admitted to a German university. Periods in which the applicant audited classes or
studied abroad also count as waiting time. Applicants who are not admitted are
automatically put on an alternatives list. These students may be admitted at a later date
in the event a spot is not accepted by another student..

APTITUDE ASSESSMENT FOR BACHELOR'S DEGREE APPLICANTS

After submitting an online application, the applicant will automatically receive a list of
documents that must be submitted before the deadline. The documents included on this
list depend on the personal information provided in the online application, as well as the
chosen degree program. Certain documents are mandatory, e.g. a university entrance
qualification or a complete and current CV.

First, the applicant's grade point average and subject-specific grades will be evaluated
using a point system. Which grades are evaluated and how they are weighted depends
on the applicant's chosen degree program. Each program has a set of statues that
defines the formulato be used. Depending on the amount of points accumulated,
applicants are either immediately admitted, rejected or invited to a 20 minute
admissions interview carried out by the department faculty. The interview helps
determine if the applicant is capable of successfully completing the desired course of
study. There is no written test.

Unconditional admission is granted to applicants with the following Swiss credentials:

Swiss professional or specialized ‘maturité’

Holders of a Swiss professional maturité or a Swiss specialized maturité are accepted in the
Cours de mathématiques spéciales, within the places available.

Bachelor’'s degree from a Swiss HES/FHS / Other higher education in Switzerland or
abroad

Applicants holding a Bachelor's degree (or other equivalent title) from a Swiss
HES/FHS are accepted with no condition in the first year of the Bachelor's programs,
except in streams of study close to the field of the previously obtained degree.

The Special Mathematics Course (CMS) allows certain students who do not have the qualifications required to 3°
directly integrate the first year of the Bachelor, as well as holders of gymnasium maturities on a voluntary basis, to
consolidate their skills in basic sciences during a year before starting their Bachelor studies.
